THE NOVGOROD MENAIA IN THE LIGHT
OF THE SUFFIXAL NAMES OF AGENTS

The article summarizes the observations on the suffixal nouns of agents in the earliest dat-
ed hymnographic texts — the Novgorod menaia from 1095 — 1097. They include 404 such
lexemes 244 of which are not attested in the Old Bulgarian manuscripts (10" — 11" c.).
Lexical and word-formation features typical only for East Slavonic are not identified.
There is a great number of rare words, compound words, lexical-semantic and word-
formation synonyms.
