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PETER CHERNORIZETS AS A WRITER

As far as the genre is concerned the works of Peter Chernorizets are largely regarded as
preaching prose. This paper discusses Christian, eternal and global features of his works.
1t also shows the similarities and dissimilarities with the works of Kliment Ohridski. The
article emphasizes the author s figurative mastery — the images of the Devil, the Lord, the
Rich, the intriguing examples of antithesis, comparisons and some others. It also regards
the typical rhetorical figures of speech — the address, the exclamation and the biblical
citations. The general conclusion that can be drawn is that Peter Chernorizets is a writer
in his own right with a place in the history of the Old-Bulgarian literature.
