THE HIDDEN CITATIONS IN SYMEON'S/ SVYATOSLAV’S FLORILEGIUM

The article discusses the problem of identification of authors and works included in
Symeon s/Svyatoslav’s Florilegium and its Greek sources. The attention is directed to
those excerpts the titles of which do not indicate authors and/or writings, as well as
to internal citations with obscure origin. The observations show that among such pas-
sages there are very interesting and rare texts — “Catena in Epistulam Juda”, “De
passionibus” under the name of Andronicus Rhodius, “Commentarius in Hexaemeron”
under the name of Eustatius Antiochenus, “Commentarii in Psalmos” of Asterius An-
tiochenus, etc. There are excerpts from and allusions to ancient authors — Strabo's
“Geography” and Plato’s “Republic”, ect. There is even a quotation from Apocalypsis
apocrypha Joannis.
