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The article deals with peculiarities of the hagiographical texts included in the Festal
Menaion No. 23. The first one is that after the sixth chant of the Kanon not only the
Synaxarion text for the saint to whom the office is dedicated is included but the vitae of
all saints celebrated on this day. The second peculiarity is that the manuscript contains
vitae of saints from the Tarnovo tradition from the 13th c. — of St. Constantine-Cyril (the
so called Uspenie Kirilovo), of St. Petka of Tarnovo and loakim I, patriarch of Tarnovo.
Further, textual peculiarities in the vitae such as omissions and additions of text, errors
and retelling of the text are also analyzed.
