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Abstract: 

This review is devoted to The Polish Academy of Sciences research project entitled 

EUROJOS. The project concerns the linguistic and cultural image of the world of the Slavs 

and their neighbors viewed from a comparative perspective. Briefly presented are: the history 

of the project, the initiators and supervisors, its objectives, and the theoretical and 

methodological basis of EUROJOS. Attention is paid to the final product of the project, which 

is the multi-volume publication “Axiological lexicon of the Slavs and their neighbors” 

(original Polish title: Leksykon aksjologiczny Słowian i ich sąsiadów), also including the 

relevant bibliographic data of the volumes published so far. The scale and international 

character of the initiative, as well as the significance of EUROJOS for the development of 

Slavic humanities have been emphasized. Bulgaria's participation in the project is assessed as 

active and substantial as evidenced in two ways ‒ (1) in the study on the Bulgarian linguistic 

and cultural image of the axiological concepts and (2) in the participation of Bulgarian 

researchers who conducted a study on both Bulgarian and Modern Greek axiosphere. 
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
