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NINETEENTH-CENTURY MANUSCRIPTS OF THE BULGARIAN CATHOLICS

The article discusses the manuscript tradition in the literature of the Bulgarian Catholics
of the 19th century, searching for the reasons for their wide distribution in that period.
Observations are made with a view to the periodisation of that part of Bulgarian litera-
ture. The article argues that the manuscript tradition among Bulgarian Catholics began
as early as the second half of the 18th century, when the so-called “Paulician literature”
was created, which comprised works written for the Bulgarian Catholics in Modern Bul-
garian language. Excerpts from various collections are cited, which prove that handwrit-
ten books among Bulgarian Catholics spread widely in the 19th century in accordance
with a new tendency to produce manuscripts for individual use aiming at spiritual and
educational growth of the members of the community.
