AND THE IMPACT OF PRINTING
Trends in the generation and preservation of handwritten documents

The manuscript heritage of the nineteenth century has various aspects that deserve care-
ful consideration. The impact of typography on producing handwritten texts is such an
aspect. Both within the Ottoman Empire and after the establishment of the independent
Bulgarian state in 1878, a serious interaction between print and manuscript developed.
In spite of the disappearance of the handwritten codices, the number of other handwrit-
ten texts increased and the emergence of various printed editions contributed to this
process. The links between the two technologies of text production developed in different
manners. In the last decades of the century, there was a search for methods of preser-
vation of the Bulgarian documentary wealth. This paper outlines main aspects of the
interaction between handwritten and printed texts in the nineteenth century in Bulgaria.
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
