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THE SPELLING AND LANGUAGE
OF THREE HANDWRITTEN BULGARIAN DOCUMENTS OF 1888

This paper analyses the orthographic skills and literary language command of three
administrators, secretaries of governors in the region of Lom in 1888. These people de-

scribed the traditional costumes of the local population in their districts at the request of
the Ministry of Internal Affairs. The chief governor of Lom Region found these descrip-

tions adequate and competently and clearly written so that he sent them to the minister
in Sofia. The clerks tried to observe orthographic rules and to achieve an objective and
clear administrative register. Still, their orthography is not uniform, the three documents

display their different preferences and skills. This variety as well as some inconsistency
reflect the variety of the orthographic standards in printed editions and in grammatical
manuals in the decades before the Liberation in 1878 and in the first decade after that.

Still, in general, these administrators had good command of grammar and spelling in a

time when a great part of the population was illiterate.
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
