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THE PATRIARCHAL CULTURE IN LITERARY WORKS
OF LIUBEN KARAVELOV WRITTEN IN SERBIAN LANGUAGE

The paper comparatively considers the status of patriarchal culture on the example of
Karavelov's literary works in Serbian and Bulgarian languages, also on the examples
of literary works of Serbian writers (Laza Lazarevié, Jovan Ili¢, Jovan Sterija Popovié,
Bora Stankovi¢). Patriarchy in the literary works of Ljuben Karavelov is not marked
as a repressive social pattern under the direct rule of men, but as a cultural model that
is above the sexes, which gradually disrupts it. Violations of certain customary norms,
primarily betrothal customs, are the result of a poetic deviation and hints of upcoming
social (and even family) changes, which concern both the emancipation of women and
the problems of educational patterns. Patriarchal culture models that considerably shape
urban life, on the background of Central European and Western European civilizational
influences, were also considered.
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
