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ON SOME OF THE FUNDAMENTAL ERRORS IN BULGARIAN GRAMMARS:
THE ALLEGED ABSENCE OF AN INDEPENDENT USE
OF THE IMPERFECT ACTIVE PARTICIPLE

Bulgarian linguistics is still to a large extent an heir to Soviet and Stalinist linguistics,
which brings about heavy consequences, such as the totally incorrect representation of
a large number of grammatical phenomena in Bulgarian grammars as well as in other
linguistic publications. The paper deals mainly with the so-called absence of an indepen-
dent use of the imperfect active participle in Bulgarian, which is probably based on (or
at least related to) another thesis in Bulgarian grammar, recently proved totally wrong,
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that the perfect, a major grammatical phenomenon, is formed from aorist participles
only, not from imperfect participles. The analysis categorically shows that the absence of
the so-called independent use of the imperfect active participle in Bulgarian is a severe
misjudgment and that imperfect active participles can be used as nominal modifiers or
whole nominal phrases.
