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NOUNS DENOTING PERSONS IN AHTAR’S TSARSTVENIK FROM 1844

The article examines the nouns denoting persons in Ahtar’s Tsarstvenik from 1844 — a
revised version of Istoria Slavyanobolgarskaya. The manuscript is interesting not only
for its content, but also for its language, which combines dialectal and literary lexis.
The Slavic nouns are classified according to word-formation models but the morpholog-
ical basis of the names is indicated everywhere. The loanwords are presented according
to their origin. Some conclusions are made about the productivity of word-formation
models, about the structure of the nouns, about the polyfunctionality of the suffixes, etc.
The literary borrowings from Church Slavonic (or Russian), Greek, and also from some
Western European languages are analyzed.
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
