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EPIC NARRATIVE AND ROMANTIC SUSPENSE
IN IVAN VAZOV'S TRILOGY CHICHOVCI, POD IGOTO AND NOVA ZEMYA

This paper is part of a major analysis of the narrative devices in the trilogy Chichovci,
Pod igoto and Nova zemya. These novels have been traditionally discussed in terms of
“heroics”, “pathetics” or “national ideologies”. This is the cause for criticizing Ivan
Vazov's belated romanticism and lack of documentarism. It is time to see Vazov's prose
