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THE CODA IN THE PHONOTACTIC FIELD
Consonant Distribution

The current work examines the dynamics of consonant distribution in word-final position
in Bulgarian and it turns to the phonological theory of onset-rhyme for the implementa-
tion of the analysis. The presence of the syllable — hence the coda — as an independent
phonotactic segment is identified, allowing for the description of phonotactic regula-
tions within a given language. The purpose is to present the consonant combinations in
Bulgarian within the structure of the coda, and further, to trace the applicability of this
theoretical approach.
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
